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Italian Chinese Theological Seminary 2025 Briefing

The year 2025 marks a significant milestone for the Italian Chinese Theological
Seminary. Numerous events have unfolded, compelling us to offer thanksgiving and
praise to the Lord who sent us.

1. The video series “Christianity in Rome” (five episodes) held its dedication
ceremony and premiere on April 24th, receiving enthusiastic responses from all
sectors. The first intensive course related to this series, “Tracing the Footsteps of the
Early Church,” will be held in January 2026, taught by President Leung Kar Lun.

2.  On May 22, the seminary held its inaugural graduation ceremony themed
“Firstfruits.” Seven graduates received congratulations from over 500 in-person
attendees and more than 1,500 online guests. These guests hailed from over 20
countries, most of whom did not personally know the graduates but joined solely to
support the mission of training workers for God's kingdom.

3. September marked the fourth academic year of teaching ministry at Italian
Chinese Theological Seminary. This year welcomed 16 new students, bringing the
total enrollment to 30 alongside students from the previous two cohorts. This
number fills us with both gratitude and solemn responsibility. The trust placed in us
by God and the churches compels us to renew our commitment: We will be faithful,
not disappointing the deep trust placed in us.

4. This fall semester, we welcomed three visiting professors: Dr. Li Yanyang, Dr. Xie
Zhangfa, and Dr. Chen Jinsu. Together with Professors Pan Long zheng, Chen Feng
sheng, Shen Li, and Wu Jian hui, these seven faculty members bear the responsibility
of caring for 30 students. President Leung Kar Lun and | will assume teaching duties
in the spring semester, focusing primarily on administrative and outreach work
during this interim period.

5. Here, we extend a request to you. As enrollment exceeded our expectation, 11
students require scholarship applications this year. Full funding for each student
amounts to over €7,000, totaling more than €80,000. It has always been our
conviction that no one aspiring to full-time ministry should be hindered by financial
constraints. Therefore, we have taken on their needs. Will you join us in bearing this
burden? Beyond scholarships, you can also share in supporting the acquisition of

campus facilities and the annual operating costs of 500,000 euros.
